Ensure your client systems meet the following requirements:
Microsoft Internet Explorer 7.0 or later ¢ or Firefox 1.5 or later
(Note: the Admin web site requires Internet Explorer)

REQUIRED USER ACCOUNTS FOR THE AD SELF-SERVICE SUITE

Installation User:

The user logged on to the AD Self-Service server during installation must be a domain user that is a
member of the local Administrators group. Please do not use a domain account that also exists as a local
account on the machine with the same name (e.g. administrator). The installation user will require rights
to deploy a web part if the SharePoint option is selected.

Directory Connection (Proxy) Users:

The proxy user accounts are used by the applications in the AD Self-Service Suite to retrieve information
from your Active Directory domains or LDAP partitions and perform all account management and
modification actions. These accounts must reside in their respective domain or directory and will require
the necessary privileges needed to perform any action used in the AD Self-Service applications
implemented. A member of the Domain Administrators group may be used for simplicity.

Local Administration User:

The Local Account is used to write to the event log and perform other local operations. This account must
be specified on each server running the AD Self-Service Suite. This user account must be a member of the
local administrators group. The local administration user may be either a local or domain user account.

INSTALLING THE AD SELF-SERVICE SUITE

THE AD SELF-SERVICE CONFIGURATOR:

The AD Self-Service Configurator is a .NET 2.0 Windows application designed to activate or remove the various
member applications of the AD Self-Service Suite from a server. The Configurator allows activation or deactivation
of the web applications, web parts, toolbars, and Recovery Center. The Configurator also allows for configuration
of the Local Administration account used for event logging.

APPLICATION TABS ¢ ACTIVATING USER INTERFACES

The Configurator provides a tab for each application in the suite to activate the user interface you wish to use in
your environment. The SharePoint user interface may only be activated on servers hosting this application. AD
Password includes an additional web site called the Recovery Center. This is the anonymous site users are
redirected to in the event of a logon failure. The Recovery Center may be installed on all IS sites using Windows
authentication.

The AD Self-Service Admin web site is used to manage all of the settings for each application in the AD Self-Service 7
Suite.
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The method for activating the user interfaces for any of the AD Self-Service Suite applications is the same. When

you select the tab for the application, the Configurator will load a grid displaying all of the 1IS web sites on the

server. Each user interface you wish to activate may be clicked for activation on the 1IS web sites. Options that may

not be selected will be grayed out and are not selectable. After you make all your selections by checking the

RSAANBR dzASNJ AYGSNFI OSasaeyf 85I RFANNBRKELO2G4408aFZFO6KS
changes.

CONFIGURING THE AD WHITEPAGES MINIMAL SETTINGS:

AD WhitePages comes pre-configured with four sample Directory Views. The Directory Views are set to allow read
and edit access to all users by default. The only required setting to get AD WhitePages up and running is to add a
Directory (a domain and an Organizational Unit root path) under the scope tab.

(You will need to repeat this procedure for each Directory Yiew.

Click the AD WhitePages tab and then select a Directory View. Click on Edit Directory View.

The out of the box installation of the AD Self-Service Suite will enable AD Info for use by any users in domains to
which you have defined directory connections.

CONFIGURING THE AD PASSWORD MINIMAL SETTINGS:

The out of the box installation of the AD Self-Service Suite will enable AD Password for use by any users in domains
to which you have defined directory connections. The default configuration will allow any user to enroll for
Password Reset by answering one required, one selectable and one write your own question. These users may also
change their password, and recover their account if they become locked-out or forget their passwords. For more
detailed configuration instructions please see our other product guides and videos.

DEPLOYING THE AD SELF-SERVICE SHAREPOINT WEB PARTS

Once you have installed the AD Self-Service Suite, you candeploy I y & 2 F  (ivebPart{ odznyioSycus
SharePoint sites or pages. All web parts are deployed to the Virtual server gallery if the SharePoint option was
selected in the AD Self-Service Configurator.

From the SharePoint page on which you wish to deploy the web part, simply browse the available web parts and
add to your page.
